The weather has been very hot and I’ve
noticed that this brings out two tenden-
cies in our city. People tend to be sun-
ny and easy-going; there is a kind of
relaxed friendliness in the air. But
some people get angry and hot-headed;
tempers flare. Our city, known for its
tolerance, is not necessarily quite so
laid back in a heat wave. And these hot
days have led me to think about the
different meanings of the word ‘cool’.

It’s easy to see how its original sense,
something likemo d e r a t mighy
come to mean composed and re-
strained. When Hamlet raves at the
sight of his father’s ghost, Shakespeare
has his mother Gertrude cry “Oh gentle
son, upon the heat and flame of thy
distemper, sprinkle cool patience.” In a

early jazz recordings, although its cul-
tural roots may be even older.

The art historian Robert F. Johnson
suggests the origins of ‘coolness’

might be found in the conceptofi t ut u

in West African culture. Itutu does
mean cold but it also means an attitude
of reserve and benevolence as por-
trayed in Yoruba masks. Professor
Johnson describes it as “transcendental
balance” and he says that people who
are cool in this way are also thought to
beaclosér t the ancestors. Artistry,
kindness and ancestral wisdom are
united in this aesthetic of self-control.
He goes further and claims that cool-
ness of this sort is “when one person
restores another to serenity.”

- literally ‘cold blood’ - means a kind
of composure in stressful conditions.

However ‘cool’ has come to mean
something more elusive than just calm
and collected. Its modern meaning sig-
nifies a kind of poise, a fashionable
way of being. To be cool is to be ur-
bane and knowing, with an undertone
of stylish irony. This modern meaning
of the word cool comes out of Black
American culture, and can be found in

Churchill Square on a hot day! But in
our over-crowded, over-heated city we
might benefit from these ideas about
the birth of the cool.

When asked if I would respond to this
question [ was very alarmed. But then
I thought it would be a chance to really
think hard and not simply to go down
well worn routes. But of course I did
go down those routes; at least to begin
with.

I know there are people, many people,
with a simple faith in Jesus and by sim-
ple I don’t mean unthinking or unso-
phisticated. I mean straightforward,
and there were times in my life I would
have liked to be one of them, but knew
I couldn’t be.

So when Jef Jones asked us as part of
the inspiring and enlightening course,
Adventures 1in Unitarianism, to choose
a statement from the many he had
placed around the room that most re-
flected our own spiritual beliefs, to my
utter amazement I chose the one that
said:J esus was huma
i fe and
e X a milpcduldn’t believe it.

I didn’t get off to a very good start with
Jesus. I first met him in St Benet Fink
Church in Tottenham where I grew up.
It was a very high Anglican Church
where the vicar wore a biretta with a
pompom on the top. I used to go with
my brother, who was five years older
than me, on Sunday mornings whilst
our parents stayed at home having a

well deserved lie in. My brother was a
server.

The pew I sat in on my own before go-
ing off to Sunday School was next to
Jesus. He was hanging up, life-sized
with cream waxy skin; naked except
for an embarrassingly small cloth; he
had square black nails through his
hands with blood trickling from them;
one square black nail through both his
feet; a gaping wound with more blood
in his side; upturned eyes showing
white below the iris and thorns round
his head and more blood. For a child
whose learning style was almost entire-
ly visual he was troubling. Even the
more benign image of him as The
Light of the World by Holman Hunt
gave me the creeps.

Whilst I was remembering all this and
enjoying giving my prejudices an air-

tracks by a sudden realisation, some-
thing that 1s blindingly obvious to
many but I had never grasped.

I had just heard the terrible news of the
woman who was stoned in Pakistan.
That news quickly put into context oth-
er vile actions, superstitions and pun-
ishments carried out within a pretext of
religious belief. And I suddenly real-
ised this was the world Jesus had been



operating in - he was a teacher, a rabbi,
who saw nonsense and hypocrisy and
corruption and superstition and inhu-
manity and spoke out.

What would happen to an imam in Pa-
kistan who did the same? There is the
thought that why doesn’t a rational and
moderate devout Muslim do just that?
But what would happen to an imam in
Pakistan who did the same? And what
could this imam’s message be? Perhaps
to urge people to stop thinking about
their own dangerous and frankly mad
practices and simply to love their God -
that is something outside of themselves
- and to love their neighbour - a human
like themselves. Stripping away all that
is irrelevant might be a way, a truth and
a shining light.

Matthew Fox is a religious writer,
priest and mystic. He was born in Wis-
consin in the United States in 1940 and
entered the Dominican Order in 1967.
Teaching in Catholic colleges, he de-
veloped a theology of Creation Spiritu-
ality which would bring him into con-
flict with Church authorities. Creation
Spirituality draws on the devotional
work of medieval mystics such as
Meister Eckhart and Julian of Norwich
and celebrates nature as a sacrament. It
views human life and all creation as
‘original blessing’ as opposed to origi-
nal sin. Creation Spirituality is also in-
fluenced by wisdom traditions outside
Christianity, and by the work of scien-
tists, poets, artists and political activ-
ists.

In a series of books and lectures in the
1980s Fox called for a renewal of
Christianity based around mysticism,
justice and nature. Fox was eventually
expelled from the Dominican Order by
Cardinal Ratzinger (who was to be-
come Pope Benedict). Although he lat-
er joined the Episcopalian church, Fox
refers to himself in his autobiography
as a

C h r Masthew Fox describes Christ as
a teacher of mysticism who restores
each of us to our sacred self. The cruci-
fixion and resurrection are a primeval
story of suffering, destruction, regener-
ation and hope which, according to
Matthew Fox, are habits of the whole
universe, and of each human life.
